Adventure Transport Arrangements

You are to read the Transport form carefully and complete it correctly and in full for all Patrol members before sending it to Transport. (Full Patrol on one form). 

1. Accommodation: Sleep over arrangements in Cape Town are not being handled by the Adventure this year (due to dates) and you need to make your own sleeping arrangements with the Sea Scout Base at Tel. 021-788 7581.
(Before the Adventure only Thursday 9/12/2010 with limited supervision and Friday 10/12/2010 are available for accommodation at R30.00  per person per night. However we would prefer that only the Friday be used.
(After the Adventure only the night of 23 December is available at R30.00 per person.
(No Food will be provided, but when making your booking travel packs at R35.00 can be requested for the bus trip to the Cederberg.
(Bookings must be made with the Port Captain by the 31 October 2010 and all fees/costs to be paid on arrival at the Sea Scout base.
2. Before Adventure Transport: The form asks if you require a seat on the coach from central Cape Town to the Cederberg mountains (+/- 5 hrs drive away) Please tell us clearly on the form where in Cape Town you will board the Cederberg bus from, as the busses to the Cederberg mountains leave on Saturday 11/12/2010 from Sea Scout Base, Central Cape Town (Good Hope Centre) and the airport. 

( The last bus from the Airport will leave for the Cederberg mountains on Saturday 11/12/2010 at 10h00. 

( The last bus from Sea Scout Base and Cape Town leaves by 07h30 on Saturday 11/12/2010.  

   
3. After Adventure Transport: We need to know (departure columns on form) where you need to be after the Adventure when coming back to Cape Town on the bus from the Cederberg mountains on Thursday 23/12/2010. Busses will run from the Cederberg mountains (+/- 5hrs to CT) to Airport, Sea Scout Base and Central Cape Town). We need to know where you are going after the Adventure.

( The busses are expected to arrive in Cape Town at 17h00 on 23/12/2010. 

( The Airport bus will not get to the airport before 17h00, so do not book flights before 18h00 on 23/12/2010.
4. Please Note: Transport shuttles to and from the airport (to the Sea Scout Base if you have arranged with base staff to overnight there) are available only on the day before the Adventure starts (10/12/2010) and the day after it finishes. (24/12/2010) If you arrive before or leave after these dates, please make your own transport arrangements. 
5. If your given contact email address on the transport form is illegible or invalid in the period running up to the Adventure, we will not be responsible for your travel arrangements.
