Provincial HQ - After  almost 2 
years David Duchnovny, better  
known as Agent Mulder , has 
finally closed the X-File on 
missing SCaR’s. 
    A special investigation lasting 
about 2 years, was launched with 
Agent Mulder by Provincial 
Commissioner Llewellyn van Aarde 
at a secret meeting after the 2007 
Scouters Conference. Agent Mulder 
reports that there was no 
paranormal phenomena causing 
Cubs, Scouts and Rovers vanishing 
from Pack and Troop meetings.
